Roe fabric is a uniquely stylish and popular fabric that offers 
diverse performance characteristics.
Whilst reducing solar glare, the comfort of natural light is 
still maintained.  A choice of two openness percentages are 
available, allowing either 1% or 3% of light through.
Roe fabric comes in seven colours, with four colours available 
with a white back for a uniform external appearance.  The flame 
retardant fabric is designed with commercial, education and 
healthcare environments in mind. 
In this selector, there are fabric samples with both 1% and 3% 
openness for each colour as well as the four white back options 
below. If you hold this selector up to the window, you will be 
able to see the difference in light transmittance on the dark 
grey fabric.

Roe
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shading efficiency
Transmittance is the amount of light and heat 
transmitted beyond the fabric. The lower the 
amount, the greater the efficiency. 

Block/reflect is the amount of heat and light 
that is blocked or reflected. The higher the 
amount, the greater the efficiency. 

Absorption is the amount of heat and light 
absorbed in the fabric. The higher the amount, 
the lower the efficiency. 

Ultraviolet protection illustrates how protective 
the fabric is against ultraviolet rays. The higher 
the amount, the greater the effectiveness.
